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How do you respond to the following situations:
1. One of our Writing Center policies is to not just correct clients’ grammar. Given this policy, one day a student comes to your wanting you only to check his grammar, even though, in reading the paper, you see significant problems beyond his need for attention to grammar.
2. A student brings in a paper that only touches the surface of the assigned topic.  Additionally, the study says she is totally bored with the assignment.  
3. You are working with an ESL student.  You cannot understand a particular paragraph in his essay, and due to his limited ability with English, he cannot explain his ideas orally.
4. You encounter a paper promoting opinions or ideas or using language that offends you.
5. Your client has obviously not done the reading or research her paper requires.  
6. You suspect a student of plagiarism.
